Nullifying God’s Word
Being a hypocrite
Giving God lip service

Following man-made rules (Ex.33:16 Unless God is present, nothing separates us from anyone

else)

Watch your life and doctrine closely-they are inseparable
Which is more important, life or doctrine? Neither—an airplane with only one wing cannot fly
